BASIC WORDING for some DRACHENWALD SCROLLS

What follows is the basic wording for the Drachenwald Scrolls.  Extras that can be added to make them more personalized for the recipient are acceptable.

Caution: Do not use the word “grant” in a scroll unless it is or includes a Grant of Arms.

Scrolls must be dates but do not need to include the event and location of the event.  These are simply nice extras that can be added if you have the space or removed if you are limited on space.

PCS Award – Popular Company of Sojourners

Be it known by these presents that {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD} us a member of the Popular Company of Sojourners and is entitled to all rights and bound by all obligations pertaining thereto. As a member of the Company, the aforesaid is entitled to bear the badge of the Company in whatever manner is deemed appropriate, and is expected to recall to all and sundry tales of the glory and majesty of Drachenwald. By Our Hand, given this {DAY} of {MONTH}, Anno Societatis {YEAR} at {EVENT} in {GROUP HOSTING THE EVENT}.

Award of Arms

Be it known unto all here assembled that We, {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN}, King and Queen of Drachenwald, being well pleased with the many good works and services of Our noble servant {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD} are moved to Award unto {him or her} the right and dignity of Arms to be borne by {HIM/HER} alone throughout the Known World.  Done by Our Hand, this {DAY} of {MONTH}, Anno Societatis {YEAR} at {EVENT} in {GROUP HOSTING THE EVENT}.

Proclaim it until all peoples that We,  {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN}, King and Queen of the Kingdom of Drachenwald knowing that Our Realm has been greatly enriched by the works of Our courteous and loyal subject {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD} do recognize {HIS/HER} accomplishments with this Award of Arms.  Given this {DAY} of {MONTH}, Anno Societatis {YEAR} at {EVENT} in {GROUP HOSTING THE EVENT}.

Hear ye all and know that We, {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN}, King and Queen of Drachenwald finding Ourselves in receipt of many good reports on the work of Our noble servant {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD} concerning {CONTRIBUTIONS OR REASON FOR AWARD} do bestow upon {HIM/HER} this Award of Arms in recognition of such accomplishments.  In witness whereof We have set our hand this {DAY} of {MONTH}, Anno Societatis {YEAR} at {EVENT} in {GROUP HOSTING THE EVENT}.

Order of the Panache

BE it known by these presents that, for {HIS/HER} willingness to share knowledge, for {HIS/HER} talent and dedication to the Arts and Sciences, and especially for {HIS/HER} Skill in {AREA OF EXPERTISE} We, {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN}, King and Queen of Drachenwald do wish to induct Our loyal and talented {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD} into Our Order of the Panache.  Done by Our Hand this {DAY} of {MONTH}, Anno Societatis {YEAR} at {EVENT} in {GROUP HOSTING THE EVENT}.

Come ye all and learn of the skill and craftsmanship of Our most excellent {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD} whose talent have so enriched Our Realm that We, 

{NAME OF KING AND QUEEN}, King and Queen of Drachenwald are moved to induct {HIM/HER} into Our Order of the Panache.  Given by Our Hand this {DAY} of {MONTH}, Anno Societatis {YEAR} at {EVENT} in {GROUP HOSTING THE EVENT}.

Right mindful of the exceptional knowledge and excellent achievements in the Arts and Sciences of {AREA OF EXPERTISE} attributed to {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD} We. {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN}, King and Queen of Drachenwald do induct {HIM/HER} into Our Order of the Panache.  In affirmation of this inductions, We have set Our Hand this {DAY} of {MONTH}, Anno Societatis {YEAR} at {EVENT} in {GROUP HOSTING THE EVENT}.

Orden des Lindquistringes

Be it known unto the gentles of Drachenwald that {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD} has done much to serve Our fair Kingdom, especially as {REASON FOR THE AWARD} and so do We, {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN}, King and Queen of Drachenwald create {HIM/HER} a member of Our Orden des Lindquistringes.  Done this {DAY} of {MONTH}, Anno Societatis {YEAR} at {EVENT} in {GROUP HOSTING THE EVENT}.

Let it be known unto all good peoples that Our worthy and steadfast {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD}, sacrificing much that Our Lands might prosper and therefore do We, {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN} King and Queen of Drachenwald recognize {HIS/HER} service by inducting {HIM/HER} into Our Orden des Lindquistringes.  Given this {DAY} of {MONTH}, Anno Societatis {YEAR} at {EVENT} in {GROUP HOSTING THE EVENT}.

Know ye all that Our good and noble {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD} has worked long and hard for the benefit of Our Kingdom.  Therefore do We, {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN}, King and Queen of Drachenwald, at the request of the populace and by Our Wish, create {HIM/HER} a companion of Our Orden des Lindquistringes in recognition of such service.  Done by Our Hand this {DAY} of {MONTH}, Anno Societatis {YEAR} at {EVENT} in {GROUP HOSTING THE EVENT}.

Order of the Silver Guard

We, {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN} King and Queen of Drachenwald have observed on many occasions the valor, courtesy and prowess of our brave and noble {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD} and are moved by {HIS/HER} many virtues and the acclaim of Our populace to create {HIM/HER} a member of Our Order of the Silver Guard that all may know of {HIS/HER} courage and skill.  Given this {DAY} of {MONTH}, Anno Societatis {YEAR} at {EVENT} in {GROUP HOSTING THE EVENT}.

Let it be known that We, {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN}, King and Queen of Drachenwald do hereby wish to bestow upon Our noble servant {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD} companionship in Our Order of the Silver Guard for {HIS/HER} consistent chivalry and prowess at arms.  Done this {DAY} of {MONTH}, Anno Societatis {YEAR} at {EVENT} in {GROUP HOSTING THE EVENT}.

All who hear these words shall know that We, {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN}, King and Queen of Drachenwald, having witnessed the prowess at arms of Our brave and loyal {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD} and knowing well {HIS/HER} worth do induct {HIM/HER} into Our most chivalrous Order of the Silver Guard.  In witness whereof We have set Our Hand this {DAY} of {MONTH}, Anno Societatis {YEAR} at {EVENT} in {GROUP HOSTING THE EVENT}.

Variations:

Most scrolls are composed of the same set of key phrases arranged in different ways.  Each of the phrases has other variations which are acceptable.  Some options are listed here.  Phrases may be used to convey the information or documentation of the award and adjusted to suit your personal style, the recipient, amount of space available or the capital letter(s) you wish to use in the illumination.

Medieval scrolls followed a set pattern.  They were composed of several parts which varied in length and intensity.  Here is the basic outline for a scroll:

1. Address: “Be it known....”

2. Titles of those bestowing the award: “We, {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN}, King and Queen of Drachenwald”

3. Notification and Exposition: “having heard much of the praise of {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD}, especially in the area of {REASON FOR THE AWARD}”

4. Disposition: “Are pleased to bestow {NAME OF THE AWARD}”

5. Corroboration and Date: “In witness whereof We have set Our Hand this {DAY} of {MONTH}, Anno Societatis {YEAR}”

Basic Wording:

Be it known that We, {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN}, King and Queen of Drachenwald, wish to make unto {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD}, by reason of {REASON FOR THE AWARD}, and therefore award unto {HIM/HER} {NAME OF AWARD}. (Add Blazon here if registered and appropriate – such as for AoA, GoA or Patent awards.)  Done this {DAY} of {MONTH}, Anno Societatis {YEAR} at {EVENT} in {GROUP HOSTING THE EVENT}.

Address:

Here is a list of ways to start a scroll which use most of the letters you might encounter for the illuminated first letter of the scroll. (It is not an exhaustive list, just some examples to get you started.):

All shall know....

Be it known...

Come forward and know...

Do ye all hear and know...

Due commendations and greetings...

Excellence is a cornerstone to the might of Drachenwald....

For as much as We....

Greetings to all whom these presents come...

Hear ye all these presents and know...

It shall be known unto all....

Joyous Greetings...

Know that We...

Let it be known....

May it be known to all....

Now Let it be known....

One and all shall know....

Proclaim unto all that We.....

Quality service is essential to the foundation of Drachenwald...

Regards and Joyous Salutations...

See, read, hear and understand by these presents that We.....

To all to whom these presents come, Greetings.....

Unto all to whom these presents come....

Verily We,...

Whereas We....

eXcellence.....

Ye all shall know...

Zealous attention to detail is an essential skill for an artisan....

Titles of those bestowing the award

Use just the first name(s) of the King and Queen.  It was not common for Kings and Queens in history to have used last names.

 ... We, {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN}, King and Queen of Drachenwald....

 ... We, {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN}, Rex and Regina of Drachenwald...

 ... We, {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN}, King and Queen of the mighty Kingdom of Drachenwald...

 ... We, {NAME OF KING AND QUEEN}, King and Queen of the Laurel Kingdom of Drachenwald...

 ... We, {NAME OF KING}, King by Right of Arms of Drachenwald and {NAME OF QUEEN} his fair and gracious Queen....

 ... We, {NAME OF KING}, King by Right of Arms of Drachenwald and {NAME OF QUEEN} Our Queen of Love and Beauty...

 ... We, {NAME OF KING}, King by Right of Arms of Drachenwald and {NAME OF QUEEN} by Grace and Courtesy, Queen of Drachenwald...

Name of recipient of Award

The name of the recipient is usually included in the section on notification and exposition.  The name will be provided.  If question the spelling, check with the Online OP to see if it is listed there.  You can also ask the Signet for verification.  Many times the name comes from an award recommendation and can be misspelled.  You can also “google” the name or see if there is any reference to the person on the website for their local group.

The names of the King and Queen can be found in the front of the Dragon’s Tale and also on the Drachenwald website.  PLEASE do not misspell their names!

It is common to use adjectives to describe the qualities of the person receiving the award.  If you know the person, it is fairly easy to choose correct ones.  Some of the adjectives are more appropriate for one gender... so if you don’t know the sex of the person receiving the scroll... ASK!  If you are in real doubt and there is no additional information, use “their,” “they,” and “them.”  Keep in mind that many medieval names are not real clues to the gender of the person, so if you don’t know the person or have the accurate information, ASK QUESTIONS!

 Notification and Exposition

The notification and exposition is made up of two parts.  The lead phrases, noted below and the reason... which is sometimes provided.  If the reason is not given, “service to Our Realm,” “Sharing of knowledge,” “Courtesy and hard work,” are viable options.

Lead phrases:

...finding Ourselves in receipt of many good reports...

...having heard much good of  {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD}, especially as...

...having observed the many good works and labors of ....

...having greatly improved the lot of Our Subjects by....

...who has labored long and hard in Our Lands...

...who has distinguished {HIMSELF/HERSELF} by...

...who has made {HIMSELF/HERSELF} worthy of advancement by....

...having given unstintingly of {HIS/HER} skills and energies for....

...right mindful of the high esteem in which  {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD} is held by Our Kingdom and Ourselves....

Disposition

Never use “do We grant...” on an Award of Arms scroll.  This implies a Grant of Arms which is something quite different.

...are minded to make unto ...{BLAZON}...} an Award of Arms in recognition of {HIS/HER} service to the Kingdom of Drachenwald, specifically....

...in recognition of {HIS/HER} achievement, so We award {HIM/HER} the sole right and title to the following Arms.... (Include Blazon for their registered arms... or a space for it to be added later.)

... are We moved to advance and commend {HIM/HER} with these Arms...

...and wishing to show what rewards are earned by such service do we award {HIM/HER} the sole and exclusive right to bear these Arms...(Include Blazon for their registered arms... or a space for it to be added later.)

...do We award the following Arms... (Include Blazon for their registered arms... or a space for it to be added later.)

...We bestow upon {HIM/HER} the Right to bear Arms....

...We Bestow upon {HIM/HER} the Right and Dignity of Arms...

Wording to use with the Blazon

If you are able to include the Blazon of the Arms for the person who is getting the award, it will be wonderfully personalized.  The following are examples of wording you can use with the Blazon (the Heraldic wording that describes the Arms artwork).

...{BLAZON}... as Arms within the Society for Creative Anachronism without let or hindrance from any person and the rights and responsibilities conveyed by {HIS/HER} elevation to this rank from this day onward.

...{BLAZON}...to be borne by {HIM/HER} and no other throughout the Known World.

...{BLAZON}...to be borne and displayed by {LORD/LADY} {NAME OF PERSON GETTING THE AWARD} and none other in all the lands of the Known World.

The following are a few examples of what wording can be used to lead into the blazon.

...to wit:...{BLAZON}..

...blazoned: {BLAZON}

It is not uncommon for AoA scrolls to be generic and not include the Blazon or the emblazon.  You can check with the online armorial to see if the person has registered arms... it is rare that there is a lot of time to track down the information if it is not readily available.  If you do find the blazon, check with one of the heralds to make sure that the artwork used to represent the blazon (the emblazon) is accurate. This is particularly important if you are not very familiar with heraldic terminology.

Corroboration and date: 

Corroboration consists of a phrase confirming that the award has been given by the King and Queen, and with the addition of the date of presentation and the place that the presentation took place.  The name of the event may be used, but this is optional.  The phrase used in corroboration consists of one of the openings listed below plus the {DATE}, {GROUP HOSTING THE EVENT} and {EVENT} in various order. 

A standard example would be: Done this first day of October, Anno Societatis XXXVIII, sitting on our Thrones in the Barony of Knight’s Crossing at Baronial Revel, in testimony whereof we have set Our Hand and Seal.

Other possible phrases to start this section:

Given...

Awarded....

Done...

Given by Us...

Given by Our Hand...

Awarded by Us

In witness whereof We have set Our Hand....

Signature Spaces

Lines drawn in ink for signatures were not used in period.  So if you want to indicate where the signatures should be, use a lightly penciled line.  Signature spaces may also be indicated by writing King and Queen or Rex and Regina and leaving a blank space above the titles for the signature.  Whatever way you choose, be sure to leave enough space for the Crowns’ signatures.
